OBSERVATIONS 
KENNEDY AND WHITING BUILDINGS 

• Existing floor plates and column spacing limit functional layout of courtrooms 
and required office space 
 

• Both buildings require extensive masonry restoration, window replacements, 
new roofs and waterproofing of basements 
 

• Total replacement of existing mechanical, electrical and plumbing systems 
would be required 
 

• Require complete interior renovation 
 

• Numerous code deficiencies; non-conformance with current building standards 
 

• Whiting Hall is not a viable option due to the limited space available.
